Water Safety The course will be patrolled by event staff and volunteers in boats and on surf skis during 
the event. if a swimmer wishes to stop and get out of the water, they should attract the attention of 
the people on these crafts by waving their arm in the air. However, please note that the Fiji Swims 
organisers expect all swimmers to be confident in their own abilities and cannot guarantee your safety. 
By signing the Agreement Waiver Indemnity below you are acknowledging that you enter at your own 
risk and that you recognise that this is a physically demanding event where possible risks include 
drowning, coral reefs, sandbars, being hit by a boat, object or person or shark attack. Swimmers 
considered unable to complete the course may be requested to leave the water and to come onto a 
boat at any time. Any swimmer who does pull out of the race must notify officials on the beach 
immediately. While in the water all swimmers must comply with the directions of the event staff.

Agreement Waiver & Indemnity In consideration of acceptance of my competing in the Fiji Swims 
(’the Swim’), I the undersigned for my heirs, executors, administr ators and myself agree with each of 
the parties listed in paragraph 2 below and declare:

I waive, release and discharge all and every claim, right or cause of action (including for 
negligence, for breach of contract or breach of Legislation in Fiji and throughout the world) which I 
may have as a result of my death, injury or loss of any kind whatsoever which I may sustain as the 
result of my participation in the Fiji Swims.

This waiver, release and discharge operates jointly and severally in favour Beachcomber Island 
Resort, Bathtub Productions Pty Ltd, Treasure Island Resort, the Sofitel Fiji Resort & Spa, 
Subsurface Pty Ltd, Swim sponsors, Swim staff, Swim contractors, Swim subcontractors, Swim 
volunteers and employees of all the companies listed in this paragraph engaged in promoting, 
staging, administering, running or controlling the Swim.

The 18km Sofitel Fiji Island Resort & Spa to
Beachcomber Island Relay will be held on 
Thursday 13 August. Teams of 5, duo or 
solo swimmers are invited to compete in 
this event that will start at 7am from the 
beach in front of The Sofitel Fiji Resort & 
Spa (or, out of competition Fiji rules: 
however many swimmers you want in your 
team that safely fit on your escort boat.) 

All teams must have their own escort boat 
and one kayak to accompany swimmers 
throughout the swim. Please contact 
Bathtub Productions if you require 
assistance to organise an escort boat and 
or kayaks. Registrations for this event must 
be received by 3 August 2009.

The swims are open to Fijians and people 
from all over the world over the age of 18 
and those with parental consent. 

Competitors will be ferried by glass bottom 
boat from Beachcomber Island to the 
Nukuasiga sand bar for the start of the 2.7 
km swim and from Beachcomber Island to 
Treasure Island for the start of the 1km swim. 

The 2.7 km course is from the nearby 
Nukuasiga sand bar across the channel to 
Treasure Island and over to Beachcomber 
Island, swimming above the reef teeming 
with tropical fish. Designed to introduce 
people to ocean swimming, the shorter 
1km Treasure Island to Beachcomber  
sland swim is a straight course and the use 
of flippers is permitted.

In keeping with Beachcomber's reputation 
for fun, the swims will be followed by the 
250m Beach to Boat to Bar race where all 
competitors wear flippers to run down the 
beach before swimming around the boat 
and running back up the beach to collect 
their beer at the bar. Lunch will follow with 
a traditional Fijian lovo (underground oven 
feast) and an afternoon of snorkelling, 
lazing in the sun and other water sports 
from parasailing to water-skiing.
